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During during September, Tory Neald heard from Carousel Magic that our Kit should be ready to ship by September 30, 2009. So we expect it to arrive anytime in the next few weeks.
The letter from Carousel Magic also listed the tools that we will need to complete this project: Straight Gouges 1 inch # 8, ½ inch # 8, 3/8 inch # 5 and 1 inch # 2. Veiner 3/16 inch # 11, V parting tool, ½ inch # 12 and a 1” Skew Firmer. Also need will be mallets and sharpening equipment.

A new experience …


What happens when a somewhat apprehensive newbie decides to take the leap in and participate in a class on wood-carving? Will it be a disaster? Boring? Dangerous? (think of those bandaids!)


My experience as a beginner at the Shuswap School of Woodcarving turned out to be a delight.


I started with a class on Relief Carving on the The Art of the Horse. My carving was the head of a carousel horse. With the help of a positive, confidence-building teacher, my horse is now galloping across the block of basswood. 


Chris Goncalves, an experienced carver who lives in Kelowna, worked with individuals and our total group of six people to teach us about how to use and maintain gouges, carving techniques, skeletal and muscular structure of the horse and particular methods to create the optical illusions of dimension and depth. She also helped us to view our carving with artistic insight, striving for the feeling of movement in our work. As a beginner, I found these teachings extremely helpful. I noticed that other carvers who had come to Chris’ class in previous years were helped to continue to learn new techniques and to progress to more difficult carvings. 


My partner, Bill Dearborn, was also instrumental in my enjoyment of this experience, providing me with a set of tools and some information and advice before we went to Shuswap. He realized that I was now “hooked” when he learned that I had purchased my own fishtail gouge and V-gouge! 


I look forward to actually finishing my creation and participating in another class in the future.

The fascination was the detail that Doug Harrison, our instructor, worked with – carving molars inside the gums of the mouth and not damaging a tongue can be daunting. 


The Standing Grizzly and habitat require a few more washes of colour, while the walking bear is still at the detailing stage … but I do have a better understanding of the potential of my power tools.

“I was now “hooked” when I had purchased my own fishtail gouge and V-gouge!!.”





One must note that I have not done any whittling or woodcarving ever before. After learning about the RWCC on CTV News at noon this Spring; I went to the Show at the Tartan Curling Club on May 9th. Later, I went to a meeting on May 14th and joined the club at that meeting. From the Show and Meeting I was able to satisfy myself that this was a group of people with understanding, a willingness to teach, help, guide, and most important of all had a wealth of knowledge and experience that they were willing to share. I have been going regularly to the Drop-In on Wednesdays as well as a couple of the monthly Thursday evening carving sessions. At the Drop-In all the members present like Al Breti and Tory Neald and George Tosh to name just a few welcomed me in. After acquiring a carving knife and a set of gouges I was off the races. Fortunately for me, I was taken under the wing of George Tosh. Soon I was carving a cowboy boot, a rabbit, Santas, did some bark carving (a couple of whimsical houses and a wood spirit) and, oh yes, a couple of golf ball faces. Then I began my attempt at a Jack Fish (Northern Pike). 


I found a pattern for my fish from a book ‘Carving Patterns’ by Frank Russell. George helped me with the rough out on his Band Saw. Then, with George guiding me; I began by drawing on the centerline and other markings. This lead to whittling away on the fish and redrawing the centerline and others as I whittled. George has a wealth of knowledge about fish, birds, and/or anything that one would want to carve that is just priceless. Soon I had finished with my knife when George introduced me to the Razertip Burner and next after some practice on a rough cut I was burning in the scales of my fish. First time that I ever did that! Then George led me to make a base for my fish. I used a router, made and hand painted three stones and carved out the base in readiness for sand. Then George got me over to his home so that I could air brush my fish with my $30 air brush from Princess Auto which soon proved inadequate but George handed me one of his air brushes to finish up with. I am so lucky!  First time that I ever did that! I took my fish to a paint shop to be clear-coated. Those people were so taken with my fish that they forgot to charge me! Then back to the Drop-In to apply the sand and few more ‘real’ stones. On Friday (18th Sept) I removed the cellophane from the mounting stones and mounted my fish. I was THRILLED. This is a learning experience from which I learned from my mistakes and would do some things a little different in the future. Everyone that has seen my fish think it is just great (at least to my face anyway)!!! It took nearly two months but really only a few hours for two or three days each week. At times I thought that I would never successfully finish this project but with George’s guidance and encouragement and suggestions I learned that it is just ‘step by step’. I showed my oldest son a photo of George from the RWCC web page and he immediately called him the ‘Mountain Man’. In my humble opinion George Tosh is worth his weight in gold for his knowledge, guidance, teaching ability, down to earth suggestions and, most important of all, his PATIENCE. 


George, I cannot thank you enough.
